




Elementary School Behavior Definitions

● Student has permission to use bathroom pass
but goes to visit another staff member (former
teacher/counselor).

● Student using an expired Priority Pass Clinic
or Clinic Pass.

Tardy/Unexc
used
Absence
from class

Student arrives to class after the bell or the start of a
school day without a pass. Examples may include:

● Student arrives late without a pass.

● Student logs onto Google Meet late..

Unauthorized missing of an assigned period or activity.
for a designated amount of time.. Examples may
include:

● Student arrives late to Google Meet or a
class after 20 minutes.

● Failure to report to in-person or virtual class
(unexcused absence).

Dress Code Failure to comply with dress code expectations. However,
behavior is resolved when prompted by staff. Examples
may include:

● Student wearing articles of clothing and/or
accessories that;

○ pose a safety risk
○ can be considered “offensive” in nature

● Student is able to remedy the infraction
○ takes off hood, pulls up pants, etc.

● Student wears pajamas during virtual learning.

Failure to comply with dress code expectations.
Failure to remedy the situation OR poses immediate
safety threat to students or others OR clothing deemed
inappropriate or elicit in nature. Examples may include:

● Refusal to changᘀ

● Student does not adhere to social distancing
expectations.

● Student refusal to follow driver or aide
directions.

Horseplay/R
ough
housing

Non-threatening, physical interactions.Examples may
include:

● Student jumps and taps his friend on the back
of his neck.

● “Slapping” on the playground

More severe Non-threatening, physical
interactions.Examples may include:

● Student pulls the pants of another
(“pantsing”).

● Inappropriate touching, pushing forcefully.
Property
Damage

Willful destruction of school or other’s property (damage a
textbook). Examples may include:

● Student tears down hallway decorations.

● Student uses permanent marker and writes on
district-owned items.

Willful destruction or disfigurement of school or other’s
property. Monetary value taken into consideration.
Examples may include:

● Student intentionally breaks his/her
Chromebook.

● Vandalising school electronic display signs
Academic
Dishonesty

Student's use of unauthorized assistance with intent to
deceive an instructor.Examples may include:

● Sharing working work with a classmate with
the intent for it to be copied.

Turning in academic work produced by other students
as their own. Examples may include:

● Student writes and submits as their own
work, word for word, the same response as
their neighbor.

● Student completes remote assignments for a
classmate.

Misbehavior that might interfere with the health,
safety,and security of students and staff. Examples may
include:
